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YWCA Flying Fish Swimming

20 swimmers qualify for Senior Championships, 4 for Sectionals

March 12, 2007, Evanston, IL – Twenty swimmers from the YWCA Flying Fish qualified for the Senior State Championships at UIC on March 2, 3, and 4th, and four swimmers qualified for the Sectional Championships last weekend, also at UIC.


In the Senior State Championships, the top individual finisher for the Flying Fish was Ben McBratney, with a 6th place finish in the 200 breast (2:13.79). Kristina Walsh placed 11th in the 200 breast (2:26.25) and Jane Munro placed 13th in the 200 back with a time of 2:10.90. 

The men’s relays placed 6th in the 800 free relay (Max Behles, Terry Silkaitis, Nick Killeen, Ben McBratney: 7:17.56), 7th in the 400 free relay (McBratney, Jack Wadden, Silkaitis, A.J. Chen-Young: 3:18.06), and 12th in the 400 medley relay (Behles, McBratney, Chen-Young, Wadden: 4:45.09). The women placed 7th in the 400 medley relay with a time of 4:06. 63. (Jane Munro, Kristina Walsh, Maddy Norris, Maureen Gullen).
All three men’s relays also set team records, as did the women’s 400 free and 400 medley relays. Also setting age group team records in the meet were Max Behles (1:50.72 in the 200 free, and 4:59.70 in the 500 free); Ben McBratney (2:13.79 in the 200 breast, 2:03.72 in the 200 fly), Kyle Grant (2:04.00 in the 200 back); and Maddy Norris (100 breast, 1:10.91).
Jane Munro, Kristina Walsh, Ben McBratney and William Myers all qualified for the Sectional Championships at UIC March 9, 10, and 11. The top individual finisher for the Flying Fish was Jane Munro, who qualified for the U.S. Open swimming championships with a 5th place finish in the 100 back (57.54). Kristina Walsh placed 16th in the 100 breast (1:07.81).
