
Don’t Forget... 
 
 

• Children without the proper paperwork will not be 
allowed to start class until their file is complete - no 
exceptions!  This includes: current physical, up-to-
date immunization record, lead and tuberculosis 
screenings, and other informational paperwork and 
permission forms.  Make health appointments now 

so you will be prepared to start classes in Septem-

ber.   

 

• Stop by the YWCA  the first week of July to pick 
up the informational and permission forms.  All 
forms must be returned to the YWCA in August.   

 

• The times, days, teachers and tuition rates of all 
classes are subject to change depending on the num-
ber of students that are registered for the class.   

 

• If enrollment for a particular class is low, it may not 
be available in the fall.  If this happens, we will 
make every effort to place children in other classes.   

 

• Annual tuition is divided into nine equal monthly 
payments.  The first tuition payment is due on Sep-
tember 1, 2009 and the last payment is due on May 
1, 2010.

Current Students:   March 31, 2009 
New Students:       April 14, 2009  

 

To register for fall classes caregivers must: 
 

1. Complete enrollment form at the YWCA front desk. 
2. Pay the non-refundable parent ($25) and child ($5) membership 

fees. 
3. Pay the non-refundable $35 registration fee for the 1st child in 

each family. 
4. Pay the one-time supply fee for each student.   
5. Complete and return all DCFS required paperwork in August. 
6. Pay the first month of tuition by September 1, 2009. 

 
Note:  If you owe outstanding tuition, you may still register for fall 
classes. However, outstanding balances must be paid in full by June 
1, 2009.  If the tuition is not paid by June 1, the child will be moved 
to the waiting list for the class they registered for, and another child 
will be given the newly available slot.

Pre-Kindergarten   
Must be 4 before September 1, 2009 
 

Our program is an excellent choice to ready your child for kin-
dergarten. The class stresses social interaction, reading readi-
ness, creative stimulation in a fun, friendly atmosphere.
