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Each child has the opportunity to select one
cabin mate. In order to guarantee children are
placed together they must list each other as
their cabin mate. All cabin mates must be in the
same grade or one grade difference. In some
circumstances a group of three may be placed
together. Groups of four or more will not be
placed together as this makes it more difficult
for those brave campers without a buddy. The
best part of camp is meeting new friends and
building community. In fact, our evaluations
show us that “making friends” is one of the top
things campers like best about YWCA Camp
Westwind.

Each child may select one friend with whom
they would like to be placed in a group with. In
order to guarantee children are placed together
they must list each other as their “Friend”. All
friend requests must meet the session age
requirements. For example, five and six year
olds will be grouped together but a six and

seven year old would be in different age groups.

The health and safety of campers is the primary
concern of the camp staff. At Camp Westwind
an onsite registered nurse provides daily health
care. Westwind in the City has access via
phone to either a registered nurse or licensed
physician for consultation and support. All staff
hold current First Aid and CPR certifications. All
resident campers are under the supervision of
trained staff 24 hours a day and day campers
have a trained staff with them at all times.

YWCA Camp programs promote positive
interaction among campers and staff. Staff
treat each camper individually, with attention
to each child’s needs and interests. Activities
are planned by staff and chosen by campers to
challenge, excite, and involve. Happy and busy
campers are less homesick and have fewer
conflicts. Camp staff model, encourage, and
reward appropriate behaviors. Inappropriate
behaviors are redirected and handled on an
individual basis.




We recruit and hire a diverse staff experienced in a wide variety of programming areas. Each
year we hire several international staff that offer new perspectives and experiences. Many of our
staff were once Camp Westwind campers themselves. Staff seek positions at the YWCA because
they understand the powerful impact they have on a camper’s experience. They are chosen for
their ability to work with youth and to serve as positive role models. Our staff receive a minimum
100 hours of training on safety, child development, diversity, and programs before working with
campers.

We offer wholesome, nutritious meals in all of our programs. Lunch and two snacks are provided
daily during day camp and resident camp is served family style. VVegetarian options are available at
all meals (salad bar is an option for resident campers). If your child has special diet restrictions we
encourage you to call the YWCA camp office to discuss these and determine how to best meet your
camper’s needs while at camp.




Confirmation packets will be sent within 3 weeks
of receipt of registration. The packet will include
a statement verifying all purchases, payments,
and balance due. You will also receive a blank
Health History form, packing list, contact
information, directions, and transportation
information.

* All registration fees will be refunded if
enroliment is full or the YWCA cancels the
activity due to emergency or insufficient
enrolliment.

« A refund of the full purchase price, less $50.00
cancellation fee, will be made only when a
doctor’s written statement indicating illness
or injury is presented prior to the beginning of
camp.

« A refund, less $50.00 cancellation fee, will
be made when a written statement indicating
absence from the area is presented four weeks
prior to the beginning of camp. A refund of
50%, less $50.00 cancellation fee, will be
made with three weeks written notice. A refund
of 25%, less $50.00 cancellation fee, will be
made with two weeks written notice.

* No refunds will be made if a camper does not
show up or has given less than two weeks
notice that they cannot attend.

 Campers who are sent home for failure to
comply with camp policies will not receive a
refund and parents will assume responsibility
for the camper’s prompt transportation from
camp.

 Campers who are sent home due to illness will
receive a prorated refund based on the amount
of time spent at camp. Campers who go home
due to homesickness will not receive a refund.

Payments — 3 weeks prior to attendance

Full payment for all camp fees are due 3 weeks
prior to the registered camp session. Absolutely
no personal checks will be accepted after the
3-week deadline.

Health Forms — June 3rd preferred (no later
than 3 weeks prior to attendance)

The health form, included in the confirmation
packet, completed, signed and dated no later
than 3 weeks prior to the registered camp
session. A $25.00 late fee will be assessed for
all forms arriving after the 3-week deadline.

Registration forms, deposit and complete application with reference are due no later than
January 30th.

All applications received after the deadline will be organized by date received and reviewed, as funds
are available.
