A Non School Day Program will be held November 25th and 
December 23, 28, 29, 30, & 31. The cost for NSD is $32 per day 
for care from 7:30-5.  If early or late service is needed, $3.65 per 
hour is charged.  Activity information will be available soon at all 
the sites.  After registering, you will receive a letter confirming you 
have signed your child up to attend the NSD.  Sign up early, space 
is limited.  A minimum of 15 students must be registered in order to 
hold a program.
