Klein's account of living through the Holocaust is documented in her classic autobiography, “All But My Life,” which is in its 60th printing.  This book was the foundation for the Oscar-winning HBO documentary, “One Survivor Remembers.”  Klein is currently a Scottsdale resident.  She will speak at The Ritz Carlton on May 17 from 11:30 a.m. to 1:30 p.m.  

· Dr. Evelyn Murphy is the president of The WAGE Project, Inc., a national organization to end wage discrimination against working women.  She is also a resident scholar in the Women's Studies Research Center at Brandeis University, where she researched and authored, “Getting Even: Why Women Don't Get Paid Like Men and What to Do About It.”  She will speak about wage issues at The Arizona Biltmore on Oct. 11 from 11:30 a.m. to 1:30 p.m.

· Ann Crittenden is an award-winning journalist, author and lecturer.  She has written two critically-praised books on motherhood: “If You've Raised Kids, You Can Manage Anything” and “The Price of Motherhood.”  The latter garnered widespread media attention and was named one of the New York Times Notable Books of the Year in 2001.
